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Dear Parishioners: 

 

The major moments in the life of a Catholic are 
surrounded by rituals that we call sacraments. 
These sacred events are identified by the church 
as opportunities of profound grace that bring an 
individual into a deeper and more profound 
relationship with Christ. Sacraments were 
‘instituted’ or brought into being by Jesus during 
His earthly ministry and they continue today to be 
a central teaching of our faith. 
 
Sacraments are the result of the faith of the local 
parish community and that is why as a rule they 
take place within that parish community. The 
point being that when a sacrament is 
administered, the local community is part of that 
faith experience as one or more of its members 
takes this step. Sacraments by their nature are 
public, not private acts of faith that strengthen 
the local church. 
 
Earlier this month we have seen young people 
from our parish receive the sacraments of First 
Communion and Confirmation. Both of these 
sacraments are part of what is referred to as 
‘sacraments of initiation’ that begin with Baptism. 
For these particular sacraments there were large 
congregations present to give witness and 
approval of what was taking place. They 
represent the large church community. 
 
This coming Friday at 12 Noon we will be 
administering the Sacrament of the Sick. This 
sacrament often gets overlooked and neglected 
because culturally it carries with it overtones of 
mortality. In reality, it is just the opposite. The 
focus of the prayers and the anointing is the 
healing of the person who receives the sacrament 
and the restoration of them to local church 
community. It is a sacrament whose outward sign 
is a powerful symbol of the healing that is offered 
through the prayer of the church.  
 

 
 

A baptized Catholic who seeks physical, spiritual, 
emotional healing may receive the sacrament. It 
is also routinely administered to those of an 
‘advanced age’. To be most effective the person 
should be aware of what is taking place and that 
is why, in the case of serious illness, the church 
advises it to be received while a person is still 
conscious and aware. It affords a person the 
comfort of knowing that the prayers of the local 
community are with them. 
 
If you wish to receive the sacrament, please plan 
to attend. There will be a light lunch served 
following in the lower church. If you are not a 
candidate for the sacrament, please come and 
join in prayer with us for the other members of 
the parish. Your presence is a powerful sign of 
support.
