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Notes from the Pastor

Dear Parishioners:

We tend to think of Easter as a specific day but
for the Church year it is a day that begins a fifty
day event called the Easter season. This is a
significant part of the Church calendar and it is
dominated by the Easter event. Why then is it so
important?

When the disciples return from the empty tomb to
tell the others that the Lord is not there, it sets
off a number of different reactions. Some
believed that his body had been taken and
perhaps desecrated; others thought it might have
been buried elsewhere, but some began to piece
together the words that Jesus had spoken and
they did not know what to believe.

Never before had anyone risen from the dead.
Never before had someone foretold that events
would take place like this. This was very different
from anything they had ever seen or heard. They
wanted to believe but it did not seem credible.

In a short time, the resurrected Jesus would
appear to groups of the disciples to reassure
them that what he had told them did indeed
come true. He had overcome death. Here again it
was difficult for them to believe, and the apostle
Thomas voices the concern of many when he says
he needs to physically touch the Lord before he
would believe. When that happens his faith is
confirmed and he becomes an avid preacher of
the Gospel message, because he speaks from first
hand experience.

Each time we receive the Eucharist, the Lord
touches us in a special way that is meant to
bolster our faith. He renews within us a sense of
identity, purpose and mission so that we can give
first hand testimony about his presence in our life.

He calls us to be outspoken witnesses in word
and deed and not be intimidated or deterred by
social or political pressure. He knows that our
faith experience is what will make the difference
for others.

Let us use these weeks of Easter as a time of
renewed dedication to our call as Christians to
proclaim his Gospel.
