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Dear Parishioners: 

 

The time immediately after the Resurrection was 
an interesting and important period for the 
apostles as well as the other followers of Jesus. 
The Scripture readings indicate that Jesus made 
several apparitions to small groups of believers in 
various locations and settings. These appearances 
had two purposes. The first was to convince them 
that he had indeed risen from the dead and that 
the horrible events of Good Friday had not short-
circuited his mission. The second was to assure 
them that as they moved forward embracing his 
Gospel and spreading his teachings that they 
would do so with renewed zeal and enthusiasm 
thanks to the presence of the Holy Spirit who he 
would be sending to them. 
 
These assurances enabled the early members of 
the Church to celebrate the fact that Jesus was 
indeed the Messiah and even though he was not 
physically present to them any longer he would 
be sure that they were provided for. The 
presence of the Spirit in their life would bring 
them the qualities and motivation that they would 
need to be successful in their role as evangelists 
of Christianity. They would be going into 
situations and places that were not necessarily 
open to what they had to say so the needed all 
the help they could get. 
 
This coming Friday that same Spirit will empower 
a hundred of the young members of our parish 
who will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
Just as they early disciples lived in a world that 
was not predisposed to hearing about Jesus so to 
do these young people live in a world that often 
times seeks to diminish the presence of God and 
faith in everyday life. They will face challenges to 
their faith, as did the members of the early 
church. They will come to know that being a 
follower of Jesus is not always the most popular 
thing, nor does it necessarily make for a life 
without self-discipline and sacrifice.  
 

 
 
The event of Confirmation comes after months of 
preparation and instruction during which the 
candidates were challenged to invest themselves 
in being participating members of the community 
through service to others. Their accomplishments 
are impressive but hopefully they are just the first 
step. 
 
May the Holy Spirit open their hearts to the 
wonder of what faith has to offer and call forth 
from them a spirit of generosity of spirit that will 
enable them to use their talents to strengthen the 
church community.
